NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

For the year ended 30 June 2020

NOTE 1: STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the financial
reporting requirements of the Associations Incorporations Act 1981. The committee has determined
that the assaciation is not a reporting entity

The financial report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Associations
incorporations Act 1981 and the following Australian Accounting Standards:

AASB 1031 Materiality
AASB 1002: Events Occurring After Balance Sheet Date

No other applicable Accounting Standards or other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian
Accounting Standards Board have been applied

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis angd is based on historical costs and
does not take into account changing money values, or except where stated, current valuations of
non current assets

The following significant accounting policies, which are consistent with the previous period unless
otherwise stated, have been adopted in the preparation of the financial report.

a. Income Tax
The Association has been endorsed by the Australian Taxation Office as a charitable Institution. As
a result, its income is exempt from Income Tax.

b Fixed Assets
The depreciable amount of all fixed assets are depreciated over the useful lives of the assets to the
Association commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use.

c. Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-
term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less

d. Revenue

Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest rate method, which for floating rate
financial assets is the rate inherent in the instrument,

Revenue from the rendering of a service is recognised upon the delivery of the service to the
customers. Donations and bequests are recognised as revenue when received

e Goods and Services tax

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the
amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office. In these
circumstances the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of an
item of the expense. Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown inclusive of GST

NOTE 2: SUBSEQUENT EVENTS
Covid-19 has occurred during the year. This is a significant event and has the potential to impact

the interpretation of the inancial statements and impact user decisions. At the date of this report the
impact on the Association has not been critical to its continued operations.
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
